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FROM CONFLICT TO DIPLOMACY: ASTUDY OF INDIA-PAKISTAN RELATIONS

India—Pakistan relations are among the most complex and critical issues affecting political stability in South
Asia. Since the Partition of 1947, the two countries have been marked by mutual distrust, religious and political
differences, and repeated border disputes. The accession of Jammu and Kashmir and the wars that followed
have had long-lasting effects on their bilateral relations. The Kashmir issue continues to be the most sensitive
topic in both countries’ foreign policies, and terrorism remains a constant security threat for India. Major
incidents such as the Parliament attack, 26/11 Mumbai attacks, Uri, and Pathankot have further strained
relations.

Over the years, agreements like the Tashkent Agreement, Shimla Agreement, and Lahore Declaration have
attempted to promote peace, while initiatives like bus diplomacy, cricket diplomacy, and cultural exchanges
have helped foster goodwill among ordinary citizens. Yet, political instability and military involvement have
prevented these efforts from achieving long-term success.

Introduction :
Despite sharing cultural and economic ties, border tensions have often restricted trade and cooperation between
India and Pakistan. The future of their relationship will depend on measures to combat terrorism, maintain
stability in Kashmir, build mutual trust, and enhance economic collaboration. Sustained dialogue and stability
are crucial for the progress of both nations and the overall peace of the region.
Studying India—Pakistan relations is important not just from a historical perspective but also for understanding
regional security, economic development, and social stability. The future of South Asia’s peace largely depends
on how these two nations manage their relationship. Therefore, analyzing the historical background, political
efforts, security challenges, socio-cultural ties, and potential future directions is essential for a complete
understanding of this topic.
1) Historical Background
When British rule ended in the Indian subcontinent in 1947, India and Pakistan emerged as independent
nations. Partition brought religious, social, and economic tensions to the forefront. Mass migrations,
communal riots, and administrative confusion created an atmosphere of distrust. Jammu and Kashmir’s status
remained unclear during this period. Maharaja Hari Singh chose to accede to India, but Pakistan objected,
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leading to the first India—Pakistan war within the first year of independence. This conflict set the stage for
decades of hostility. In the following years, border disputes, religiously driven politics, and nationalist
differences prevented the development of lasting friendly relations.

2) The Kashmir Issue and Its Impact
The Kashmir issue is the most enduring and sensitive problem in India—Pakistan relations. When British India
was partitioned in 1947, the princely state of Jammu and Kashmir, with a Muslim-majority population but a
Hindu ruler, became the center of conflict. Maharaja Hari Singh’s decision to accede to India, after tribal
militias supported by Pakistan invaded the region, led to the first war between the two countries and
eventually created the Line of Control, dividing Kashmir. Since then, the region has remained a flashpoint,
shaping the political and security policies of both nations. Kashmir was the main cause of the 1965 war and
the 1999 Kargil conflict, and it continues to fuel tension along the border. Both countries have sought
international attention through the United Nations, but political ambitions, repeated border incursions, and
the complex local situation have made a lasting resolution impossible. India has consistently expressed
concern over Pakistan’s alleged support for militant groups in Kashmir, which has further strained trust and
complicated peace efforts. The situation worsened after India revoked Article 370 in 2019, ending the state’s
special autonomous status. This move heightened diplomatic tensions, with Pakistan strongly condemning
the decision and raising the issue internationally, while India emphasized that it was a domestic matter aimed
at integrating the region more fully.
The Kashmir conflict affects more than just borders. It influences defense spending, disrupts local economies,
and creates psychological stress for citizens living under the shadow of insecurity. It is a deeply rooted
political, social, and strategic challenge that continues to dominate India—Pakistan relations. Resolving the
dispute will require patient dialogue, trust-building measures, and careful attention to the political and
security concerns of both sides. Until then, Kashmir will remain a central obstacle to peace and stability in
South Asia.

3) Wars, Terrorism, and Security Concerns
The wars of 1947, 1965, and 1971 resulted in significant human and economic losses. The 1971 war led to
the creation of Bangladesh, greatly weakening Pakistan’s political and strategic position. The 1999 Kargil
conflict demonstrated that even nuclear-armed India and Pakistan could come dangerously close to direct
war. Terrorism remains a major security threat for India. Attacks such as 26/11, the Parliament attack,
Pathankot, and Uri have shaped India’s security policies for years. India’s primary grievance has been
Pakistan’s failure—or at times alleged support—to control non-state actors. These challenges have reinforced
mutual distrust and repeatedly stalled diplomatic dialogue.

4) Diplomatic Efforts, Agreements, and Peace Initiatives
Despite the ongoing tensions, India and Pakistan have repeatedly tried to promote peace. The Tashkent
Agreement (1966) and the Shimla Agreement (1972) brought temporary calm. The 1999 Lahore Declaration
offered hope, but the Kargil conflict later that year undermined progress. People-to-people initiatives like bus
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diplomacy, cricket diplomacy, trade talks, and cultural exchanges have fostered goodwill among citizens.
However, political instability, military influence, and terrorism have prevented sustained peace. Dialogue
often reopens, but mutual trust necessary for lasting stability remains fragile.

5) Economic, Cultural, and Social Dimensions

India and Pakistan have significant potential for economic cooperation. Geographic proximity, shared culture,
common languages, and similar agricultural products could support trade. However, political tensions often
disrupt these opportunities. On a cultural level, citizens on both sides share connections through music,
cinema, literature, cuisine, and sports. Social initiatives such as cross-border marriages, cultural events,
academic exchanges, and medical tourism also have great potential. While these factors indicate hope for
stronger ties, their growth depends heavily on political stability.

6) Future Directions and Conclusion

The future of India—Pakistan relations depends on three key factors: security, political will, and regional
cooperation. Stability in South Asia requires continuous dialogue. Resolving the Kashmir issue, taking firm
action against terrorism, and prioritizing development in border areas could bring positive change. Increasing
economic cooperation and mutual dependence can also support peace. Considering global geopolitical shifts,
China’s rising influence, and emerging security challenges, stable India—Pakistan relations are vital not just
for the two countries but for the entire region.

In conclusion, despite a history of conflict, opportunities for dialogue and cooperation remain. Peace is
essential for the development of both nations, and long-term trust, strategic vision, and diplomatic
engagement are critical to shaping a stable and prosperous future.

Surrounded by a
vast land and maritime border, India has multifaceted relations with countries such as Pakistan, China, Nepal,
Bhutan, Bangladesh, Myanmar and Sri Lanka. Various factors such as history, culture, trade, security, border
disputes, water management, migration, regional stability and international politics make India's relations with
its neighbours complex and important. After independence, India has tried to achieve peace and development in
South Asia by relying on the policy of 'neighbourhood first' and regional cooperation. However, tensions have
arisen with some neighbouring countries due to historical and political reasons, while friendly and cooperative
relations with some countries seem to have strengthened.

Although there have been occasional attempts at bilateral talks, they
have not been long-lasting.

Maintaining stability and peace requires mutual trust, counter-terrorism cooperation and sustained dialogue,
which can lead both countries towards regional peace in the future.

India-China Relations:

Several agreements in 1993,
1996 and later were signed to maintain peace along the border. During this time, China became one of India’s
largest trading partners, although the trade deficit is at India's expense. The Galwan Valley clash in 2020 again
raised tensions. Since then, both countries have taken several rounds of troop withdrawal, talks, and
reconciliation, but a full resolution has not yet been reached.

Hydropower generation has become the backbone of Bhutan's
economy and a large part of it is exported to India. India's contribution is also notable in the fields of education,
health, infrastructure, defense cooperation, tourism and information technology. The two countries have strong
cooperation in terms of security. Both countries place special emphasis on peace, environmental protection and
preservation of cultural values. Despite some minor differences, relations have remained strong due to the
tradition of dialogue and trust. Overall, India-Bhutan relations are one of the most successful and friendly
relations in South Asia.

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INDIA-U S RELATIONS - TRADE, DEFENCE, AND TECHNOLOGY

The relationship between India and the United States has evolved from the "estranged democracies" of the Cold
War into one of the most consequential strategic partnerships of the 21st century. As of late 2025, this
partnership is defined by a deepening convergence on Indo-Pacific security, an ambitious technology sharing
agenda under the iCET (Initiative on Critical and Emerging Technology), and robust defense ties. However, the
relationship faces significant headwinds, including trade protectionism, immigration policy shifts (H-1B visa
fees), and diplomatic friction regarding extraterritorial activities and human rights. This paper analyzes the
current trajectory of India-US ties across three primary pillars: Trade, Defence, and Technology, while
evaluating the impact of the "Russia factor" and recent diplomatic spats.

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Introduction:
The geopolitical landscape of 2025 finds New Delhi and Washington drawn together by the mutual necessity of
balancing a rising China. What began as a hesitant engagement in the early 2000s has matured into a
"Comprehensive Global Strategic Partnership." The defining feature of the current era is the shift from purely
government-to-government interactions to a broader integration of supply chains, defense industrial bases, and
technology ecosystems.
However, the return of an "America First" approach in US trade policy, coupled with India's staunch adherence
to "Strategic Autonomy"—particularly regarding its energy and defense ties with Russia—has introduced a layer
of transactional tension. The partnership is now characterized by high-level strategic alignment coexisting with
intense tactical friction.
Trade and Economic Relations: Growth Amidst Protectionism:
1. Current Trade Volume and Dynamics
By the fiscal year 2024-2025, bilateral trade in goods and services surpassed $212 billion, cementing the
United States as India’s largest trading partner. Unlike India’s trade with other major powers, its trade with
the US yields a surplus, a point of contention for American policymakers.
o Key Exports: India’s export basket has diversified beyond textiles and gems to include high-value
pharmaceuticals, automotive components, and increasingly, electronics (smartphones).
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o Key Imports: The US has become a critical supplier of energy (LNG and crude oil) and defense
equipment to India.

2. The Tariff and Deficit Dispute

In 2025, trade relations faced renewed strain. The US administration's focus on reducing trade deficits led to

the threat of a 50% tariff on Indian goods perceived to be linked to Russian energy inputs. The US argument

posits that Indian refineries processing Russian crude for export to the West undermines sanctions. This has
forced Indian policymakers to navigate a complex web of compliance while protecting their export-oriented
sectors like refining and textiles.

3. The Immigration Conundrum (H-1B Visas)

A major flashpoint in 2025 has been the proposed hike in H-1B and L-1 visa fees, with proposals floating as

high as $100,000 for certain categories.

e Impact on India: As Indian IT majors (TCS, Infosys, Wipro) and US tech giants rely heavily on Indian
talent, this move threatens the "people-to-people™ bridge that serves as the relationship's soft power
backbone.

e Brain Drain vs. Brain Circulation: While the US aims to incentivize local hiring, Indian industry leaders
argue that such prohibitive costs will accelerate the "reverse brain drain," pushing talent back to India’s
growing Global Capability Centers (GCCs).

Defense Cooperation: From Buyer-Seller to Co-Creators

Defense ties have arguably become the strongest pillar of the relationship, insulated somewhat from political
vicissitudes.

1. The 2025 Defense Framework Renewal

In October 2025, the two nations renewed their 10-year defense framework. The new agreement moves

beyond the "foundational agreements" (LEMOA, COMCASA, BECA) signed in the previous decade,

focusing now on interoperability in the Indian Ocean Region (IOR).

e Strategic Objective: The primary driver remains the containment of Chinese naval expansion. The US
views India as a "Net Security Provider" in the IOR, essential for maintaining a Free and Open Indo-
Pacific (FOIP).

2. Moving Toward Co-Production

The days of off-the-shelf purchases are fading. The "Make in India" initiative has merged with US defense

supply chain diversification.

e Jet Engines: The deal for GE F-414 engine technology transfer remains a crown jewel, enabling India’s
Tejas Mk-I1 fighter program.

e Recent Acquisitions: In late 2025, approval was granted for the sale of Javelin anti-tank missiles and
Excalibur precision-guided artillery shells. These acquisitions are specifically aimed at hardening
India’s capabilities along the Line of Actual Control (LAC) bordering China.
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e INDUS-X: The India-US Defence Acceleration Ecosystem (INDUS-X) has begun to bear fruit, with

startups from both nations collaborating on underwater domain awareness and autonomous systems.
3. The "Russia Factor' and CAATSA

The Russian country Despite deep US ties, roughly 60% of India’s military inventory remains of Russian

origin. The delivery of the S-400 Triumf missile system continues to hang over the relationship like a sword

of Damocles. While the US has thus far avoided imposing CAATSA (Countering America’s Adversaries

Through Sanctions Act) sanctions, realizing it would drive a wedge between the partners, the pressure to

"wean off" Russian arms is constant and intense.

Technology: The New Strategic Glue (iCET)

The Initiative on Critical and Emerging Technology (iCET), launched in 2022-23, has fundamentally altered
the trajectory of the partnership, moving it from diplomatic rhetoric to hard technology transfers.

1. Semiconductors

India’s ambition to become a global semiconductor hub has found a willing partner in the US, which seeks

to "friend-shore" supply chains away from East Asia.

o Fabrication Plants: Projects involving US firms (like Micron) and joint ventures (such as the Bharat
Semi / 3rdiTech collaboration for compound semiconductors) are establishing India’s first commercial
fabs. These facilities are dual-use, serving both civilian electronics and national security needs (e.g., night
vision, missile seekers).

2. Space Exploration

Space cooperation has reached new heights with the Artemis Accords.

e NISAR Mission: The NASA-ISRO Synthetic Aperture Radar (NISAR) satellite represents the most
advanced radar imaging system ever built, designed to monitor climate change and natural disasters.

e Human Spaceflight: Collaboration is underway to send an Indian astronaut to the International Space
Station (ISS), training for which commenced at NASA’s Johnson Space Center.

3. Al and Telecommunications

e 5G/6G and ORAN: The US is actively supporting India’s deployment of Open RAN (Radio Access
Network) technologies to replace Chinese equipment (Huawei/ZTE) in the 5G stack.

e Artificial Intelligence: Joint research centers are being established to develop "Trustworthy Al," focusing
on standards that align with democratic values—a direct counter to the authoritarian surveillance models
exported by rivals.

Energy and Climate: The SCEP

The Strategic Clean Energy Partnership (SCEP) has become crucial as both nations face climate emergencies.

e RETAP: The Renewable Energy Technology Action Platform (RETAP) is driving collaboration on green
hydrogen and long-duration energy storage.
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o Nuclear: While the 2008 civil nuclear deal was a historic breakthrough, commercial implementation remains
slow due to liability laws. However, discussions on Small Modular Reactors (SMRs) have reopened pathways
for future nuclear energy cooperation.

Challenges and Divergences:

No analysis of India-US relations is complete without addressing the "elephants in the room."

1. The Diplomatic Shadow: The Pannun Case
The relationship faced a severe stress test following the US indictment of Vikash Yadav, a former Indian
government official, in connection with the alleged plot against Gurpatwant Singh Pannun on American soil.

e US Stance: The US administration has drawn a "red line," stating that extraterritorial repression is
unacceptable, regardless of the partnership's strategic value.

e India's Stance: India has dissociated itself from the plot officially, launching a high-level inquiry, but
maintains that Western nations are too lenient on separatists who threaten India's territorial integrity.

e Impact: While this issue has not derailed the strategic momentum, it has introduced a "trust deficit"
within the intelligence communities.

2. Human Rights and Democracy
Reports from the US Commission on International Religious Freedom (USCIRF) and the State Department
continue to flag issues regarding minority rights and press freedom in India. While the White House often
separates these issues from strategic dialogues, they provide ammunition for congressional critics and create
periodic diplomatic friction.

3. Strategic Autonomy vs. Alliance
The US effectively desires an ally; India desires a partner. India’s refusal to join a NATO-plus structure, its
continued purchase of Russian oil (which it argues stabilizes global prices), and its independent stance on
conflicts like Ukraine illustrate the limits of US influence. The Chabahar Port saga—where the US revoked
and then reinstated a sanctions waiver—epitomizes Washington's grudging acceptance of India's regional
necessities (connectivity to Central Asia/Afghanistan bypassing Pakistan).

Conclusion:
As we move through 2025, the India-US relationship can be described as "'indispensable but demanding.""The
structural drivers—balancing China, securing supply chains, and technological synergy—are too powerful to
allow the relationship to fail. Both New Delhi and Washington have invested too much political capital to let
disputes over tariffs or visas cause a rupture.However, the era of romanticizing the "world's oldest and largest
democracies"” is over. It has been replaced by a hard-nosed realism. The US accepts India will not be a client
state; India accepts the US will prioritize its domestic economy. The success of this partnership in the coming
decade will depend on how well both nations manage their divergences while maximizing their convergence on
the critical battlefield of technology and Indo-Pacific security.
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THE NEW IMPERATIVE: AN ANALYSIS OF INDIA-US RELATIONS IN TRADE, DEFENCE, AND
TECHNOLOGY
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The India-United States relationship, once characterized by Cold War estrangement and mutual suspicion, has
undergone a profound transformation in the 21st century. Evolving from a "hesitant dialogue" to a
"comprehensive global strategic partnership,” the bilateral relationship is now one of the most consequential in
international politics [1]. This research paper argues that the convergence of strategic interests, primarily
driven by the rise of China, has acted as a catalyst, forging deep and multifaceted cooperation across three
critical pillars: trade and economics, defence and security, and technology.

By examining the evolution, current state, and future prospects of
cooperation in these three domains, this paper concludes that while the strategic alignment is robust, its long-
term success hinges on effectively managing differences and translating high-level diplomacy into tangible,
ground-level outcomes.

The landmark Civil Nuclear Agreement of 2008 symbolized a watershed moment, effectively ending India's
nuclear isolation and signalling a new level of strategic trust [3]. Since then, the partnership has accelerated,
driven overwhelmingly by a shared concern over China’s assertive rise and its implications for the regional and
global balance of power [4]. This shared strategic imperative has provided the political will to overcome
historical obstacles and build a partnership that spans the economic, military, and technological spheres.
The Trade and Economic Pillar: From Friction to a New Partnership
The economic relationship between India and the US is a story of immense potential, significant growth, and
persistent friction. The US is India's largest trading partner in goods and services, with bilateral trade exceeding
$190 billion in 2022 [5]. This economic interdependence is a key stabilizer in the relationship.
1. Evolution and Growth
The growth trajectory has been steep. From a modest $20 billion in 2000, trade has multiplied nearly tenfold
[5]. Indian exports to the US span a diverse basket, including pharmaceuticals, diamonds, petroleum products,
and a vast array of IT services. American companies have become major investors in India, particularly in
sectors like manufacturing, energy, and technology. This investment creates jobs, transfers skills, and
integrates the two economies [6]. Conversely, India’s growing middle class represents a massive market for
American goods, from agricultural products to luxury items and intellectual property.
2. Persistent Frictions and the **"Mini-Trade War"'
Despite the growth, trade disputes have been a constant feature. The United States Trade Representative
(USTR) has long cited Indian market access barriers, high tariffs (e.g., on electronics and motorcycles),
unpredictable regulatory changes, and inadequate protection of intellectual property rights as key concerns
[7]. India, in turn, has raised concerns about restrictive US visa policies (like the H-1B visa) that impact its
flagship IT industry and American agricultural subsidies that disadvantage Indian farmers [8].

These frictions culminated during the Trump administration, which revoked India’s designation under the
Generalized System of Preferences (GSP) and imposed tariffs on Indian steel and aluminium under Section
232. India responded with retaliatory tariffs, leading to a period of heightened trade tension [9]. While a full-
blown trade war was averted, the episode highlighted the underlying vulnerabilities in the economic
relationship and the lingering protectionist sentiments in both nations.

India Trade Policy Forum (TPF) after a four-year hiatus has been a positive step [10]. Both sides are now

exploring a more limited "early harvest" trade deal or a broader framework focused on supply chain resilience,

critical minerals, and clean energy.

The future of the trade relationship lies not just in resolving bilateral disputes but in aligning on broader

global economic issues. Cooperation in the Indo-Pacific Economic Framework (IPEF), which aims to set

regional standards on trade, supply chains, and decarbonization, is a key test [11]. Success here would signal
an ability to move beyond a transactional relationship and build a shared vision for the future of the global
economy, countering China’s economic influence through the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) and other
frameworks.

The Defence and Security Pillar: The Bedrock of the Partnership

If trade has been a site of both cooperation and friction, the defence relationship has emerged as the most robust

and transformative pillar of the strategic partnership. It has evolved from a buyer-seller dynamic to a

collaborative partnership involving joint development, production, and extensive military exercises [12].

1. The Foundation: From Arms Sales to Strategic Agreements

The foundational agreements, long a sticking point due to Indian sensitivities over sovereignty, have now all

been signed, creating a legal architecture for deep military integration:

o LEMOA (2016): The Logistics Exchange Memorandum of Agreement allows both militaries to use each
other's bases for replenishment and repair, greatly extending their operational reach [13].

e COMCASA (2018): The Communications Compatibility and Security Agreement enables secure,
encrypted communications between the two militaries and facilitates the sale of sensitive US technology
[14].

e BECA (2020): The Basic Exchange and Cooperation Agreement provides for the sharing of high-quality
geospatial intelligence, significantly enhancing the accuracy of Indian automated hardware and military
systems [15].

These agreements have created a legal and technical framework for a level of interoperability previously

unimaginable, effectively aligning the two militaries in the Indo-Pacific.

2. Deepening Interoperability and Arms Trade

Defence trade, virtually zero at the turn of the century, has soared to over $20 billion [16]. India operates a

significant fleet of US-origin military hardware, including C-17 and C-130J transport aircraft, P-81 Poseidon
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maritime patrol aircraft, Apache attack helicopters, and MH-60R Seahawk naval helicopters. The recent

acquisition of 31 MQ-9B Predator drones further enhances India’s intelligence, surveillance, and

reconnaissance (ISR) capabilities, particularly along its contested land borders with China [17].

Beyond procurement, joint military exercises have grown in scale and complexity. Exercises

like Malabar (naval, also including Japan and Australia), Yudh Abhyas (army), and Cope India (air force)

simulate high-intensity warfare and build trust and operational familiarity between the forces [18].

US technology and a vote of confidence in the "Make in India" initiative [20]. This shift is critical for India’s

goal of achieving defence self-reliance (Atmanirbhar Bharat) and for the US to secure a reliable, capable

defence partner in the region.

Recognizing that technological supremacy will define 21st-century power, both nations have placed technology
cooperation at the centre of their partnership. This collaboration spans both established and emerging, critical
domains.
1. The Initiative on Critical and Emerging Technology (ICET)

Launched in 2022 and elevated to a leaders-level priority, ICET is the central framework for steering this

cooperation. Its ambitious agenda covers [21]:

o Semiconductors: Collaborating on resilient semiconductor supply chains, including supporting India’s
efforts to become a major player in chip fabrication and design.

e Al and Quantum Computing: Joint research in Artificial Intelligence and Quantum technologies,
ensuring they are developed within a democratic framework with guardrails.

e Space Cooperation: Building on decades of collaboration, ICET aims to deepen ties between NASA and
ISRO, including training Indian astronauts and joint missions.

e Advanced Telecommunications: Promoting the deployment of secure, trusted telecommunications
networks (like 5G and 6G) and collaborating on Open RAN architectures to counter the dominance of
Chinese firms like Huawei.

2. The China Context and the ""Friend shoring" of Supply Chains

Technology cooperation is intrinsically linked to the strategic competition with China. Both countries are

seeking to "de-risk" their economies and reduce dependence on Chinese-dominated supply chains,

particularly in electronics, critical minerals, and pharmaceuticals. The CHIPS and Science Act in the US
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and India’s Production Linked Incentive (PLI) schemes are complementary national strategies [22]. By
aligning their efforts, they aim to create an alternative, democratic tech ecosystem—a process often termed
"friend shoring" [23].

3. Challenges: Export Controls and Data Governance

The
horizontal axis displays the three academic or educational streams such as, arts stream, science stream, and
commerce stream, whereas the vertical axis shows the mean level of environmental awareness. The science
stream students show the highest mean score of environmental awareness (38.523). The commerce stream
students follow closely with a mean score of (38.450), showing only a slight decline compared to the Science
group. On the other hand, the arts stream students show the lowest mean level of environmental awareness
(37.325). Overall, the graph indicates that science stream students demonstrate relatively higher environmental
awareness than both commerce and arts stream students, but there is no significantly difference.

From Table 2, a one-way ANOVA was conducted to examine the effect of educational streams (Arts, Science,
and Commerce) on an individual’s environmental awareness. The dependent variable, environmental awareness,
was assessed for normality across the three groups formed by the educational streams, using Q-Q plots,
skewness, and kurtosis, and was found to be normally distributed.
The main effects analysis revealed that the difference in environmental awareness among students of arts,
science, and commerce colleges is not significant, F (2,117) = 0.907, p > 0.05. This indicates that the type of
educational stream does not significantly influence on students’ environmental awareness. Therefore, there is no
significant difference found in the level of environmental awareness among students of Arts, Science, and
Commerce colleges.
The one-way ANOVA summary shows that the mean square for between-groups (Mean Square = 18.075) is
very small compared to the mean square for within-groups (Mean Square = 19.920).

The

mean score of science college students on environmental awareness is 38.525 and standard deviation is 4.426,

whereas, the mean score of commerce college students on environmental awareness is 38.450 and standard

deviation is 4.145. The obtained t-value is -1.123, which is not significant at the 0.05 significance level.

Therefore, it is concluded that there is no significant difference found in environmental awareness between

students of science and commerce colleges. Based on this analysis, hypothesis no. 4, is accepted.

1. There is no significant difference found in the level of environmental awareness among students of Arts,
Science, and Commerce colleges.

2. There is no significant difference found in environmental awareness between students of arts and science
colleges.

Research further
indicates that poor sleep quality is associated with increased stress, irritability, impaired concentration, weakened
immunity, and reduced overall well-being (Pilcher & Huffcutt, 1996). Overall, sleep quality plays a crucial role
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in maintaining psychological health, emotional regulation, and daily performance, making it an essential
component of overall happiness and well-being.
According to Diener (1984), happiness, often described as subjective well-being is influenced by emotional
reactions to daily events and a person’s long-term sense of life satisfaction. Happiness is understood as a
combination of frequent positive affect, low levels of negative affect, and a cognitive evaluation of one’s life as
fulfilling and meaningful. According to Lyubomirsky, Sheldon & Schkade, (2005) that happiness is shaped by
personal factors such as personality traits, relationships, health, and lifestyle, as well as environmental factors
like social support and economic stability. Seligman, (2011) suggest that higher levels of happiness are linked
with better physical health, stronger resilience, improved social relationships, and greater productivity. In early
adulthood, happiness is particularly important because individuals face major life transitions. Thus, the level of
happiness reflects the degree to which an individual experiences positivity, satisfaction, and psychological
balance in everyday life.
Good quality sleep, characterized by adequate duration, continuity, and feeling refreshed upon waking, supports
emotional regulation, reduces stress, and enhances cognitive functioning (Buysse etal., 1989; Pilcher & Huffcutt,
1996). Seligman (2011) also emphasizes that adequate and high-quality sleep contributes to better physical
health, stronger social relationships, and enhanced resilience, all of which further support higher happiness
levels. Research indicates that individuals who consistently experience higher sleep quality report greater levels
of happiness, positive affect, and life satisfaction, highlighting the bidirectional relationship between sleep and
emotional health (Diener, 1984; Lyubomirsky, Sheldon & Schkade, 2005).
In this study, an investigator has focused on to find out the effect of sleep quality on happiness among the adults
as well as to find out the significant difference in level of happiness among the adults of excellent, moderate and
poor sleep quality.
Significance of the Study:
The present study is significant as it examines how different levels of sleep quality, excellent, moderate, and
poor, affect the happiness of adults. Understanding this relationship helps identify whether reduced sleep quality
leads to lower emotional well-being. The study also highlights the extent of differences in happiness among
groups with varying sleep quality, helping to identify individuals at risk due to poor sleep. The findings can
guide mental-health professionals and educators in developing interventions to improve sleep habits. Overall,
the study contributes valuable insights to health psychology by showing that sleep quality plays an essential role
in enhancing happiness and life satisfaction.
Obijectives of the Study:
1. To find out the effect of sleep quality on happiness among the adults of excellent, moderate and poor sleep

quality.

To examine the significant difference in happiness among the adults of excellent, and moderate sleep quality.
3. To examine the significant difference in happiness among the adults of excellent, and poor sleep quality.
4. To examine the significant difference in happiness among the adults of moderate and poor sleep quality.
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Hypothesis of the Study :

1.There will be significant difference in happiness among the adults of excellent, moderate and poor sleep

quality.

2. The adults of excellent sleep quality will be more happiness than the adults of moderate sleep quality.
3.The adults of excellent sleep quality will be more happiness than the adults of poor sleep quality.
4.The adults of moderate sleep quality will be more happiness than the adults of poor sleep quality.
Research Procedure:

» Variables of the Study:

» Sample Size and Selection Procedure:
The study one hundred twenty adult individuals were selected from different location in Solapur district in
the State of Maharashtra. Out of them, forty adults were selected from excellent sleep quality, forty adults
were selected from moderate sleep quality and same way forty sample were selected from poor sleep quality.
The purposive sampling technique was used for the selection of the samples. The selected samples age range
were between 30 to 40 years. The study sleep quality was independent variable and happiness was dependent
variable. The study Happiness Scale developed by Himanshi Rastogi and Janki Moorjani has been used.
» Operational Definitions:
a) Sleep Quality:
In the present study, the relationship between adults’ sleep quality and their level of happiness was
examined. Adults who sleep at least seven to eight hours were considered to have excellent sleep quality.
Those who sleep around five to six hours were categorized as having moderate sleep quality. Similarly,
adults who sleep less than five hours were considered to have poor sleep quality.
b) Happiness Level:
In the present study, adults who scored higher on the Happiness Scale developed by Himanshi Rastogi
and Janki Moorjani were considered as high-happiness individuals, whereas adults who scored lower on
the same scale were considered as low-happiness individuals.
Data Collection Materials:
a) Happiness Scale: In this study, the Happiness Scale developed by Himanshi Rastogi and Janki Moorjani
was used. The scale comprises 62 items and demonstrates good reliability, with a split-half reliability of
0.88, indicating consistent measurement across items. It was administered to individuals aged 18 to 40 years.
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Statistical Analysis and Results:
In this part, the investigator has explained significant difference in happiness among the adults of excellent,
moderate and poor sleep quality. The investigator has analyzed the data in following manner.

The table 1. Indicates that the trimmed mean value (210.287) is very close to the simple mean (210.116).
Skewness and kurtosis describe the shape of the distribution and are used with interval and ratio level data. In
this table, the skewness value (-0.168) is very close to zero. The skewness value is negative and indicates that
the distribution is somewhat negatively skewed. The kurtosis value (-0.394) is also close to zero, but it is not
zero. The kurtosis value is negative, and that distribution is flatter than normal (platykurtic). However, skewness
and kurtosis both have fallen well within the acceptable range of +1. So, both value distributions can be
considered normal.
Plot: 1: Shows the normality of the data of variable happiness
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Above plots indicates of variable happiness. The shape of the distribution is considered normal.
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Plot: 2: Shows the mean of level of happiness among adults of different sleep quality
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Above plot no. 2 represents the mean scores of the level of happiness across the three categories of sleep quality.
The horizontal axis displays the three sleep-quality categories such as adults of excellent sleep quality, adults of
moderate sleep quality, and adults of poor sleep quality, and the vertical axis shows the mean level of happiness.
The adults of excellent sleep quality show the highest mean score of happiness (214.30). The adults of moderate
sleep quality follow with a mean score of 211.825. On the other hand, the adults of poor sleep quality show the
lowest mean level of happiness 204.225. Overall, the graph indicates that adults with excellent sleep quality
demonstrate relatively higher happiness than adults with moderate or poor sleep quality. The adults with poor
sleep quality show a noticeably lower level of happiness.

From Table 2, a one-way ANOVA was conducted to examine the effect of sleep quality (Adults of Excellent
Sleep Quality, Adults of Moderate Sleep Quality, and Adults of Poor Sleep Quality) on an individual’s level of
happiness. The dependent variable, happiness, was assessed for normality across the three groups formed by the
sleep quality, using Q-Q plots, skewness, and kurtosis, and was found to be normally distributed.
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The main effects analysis revealed that there is a significant difference in happiness among adults of excellent,
moderate, and poor sleep quality, F (2,117) = 8.406, p <0.01. This indicates that the level of sleep quality
significantly influences on adults’ happiness. Therefore, there is significant difference found in the level of
happiness among adults of excellent, moderate, and poor sleep quality. The one-way ANOVA summary shows
that the mean square for between-groups (Mean Square = 1102.608) is considerably larger than the mean square
for within-groups (Mean Square = 131.172). This suggests that the variation in happiness is largely due to
differences between the sleep-quality groups rather than individual differences within each group. Consequently,
based on hypothesis no. 1, “There will be a significant difference in happiness among adults of excellent,
moderate, and poor sleep quality” is accepted. The adults of excellent sleep quality, and moderate sleep quality
has found higher level happiness than adults of poor sleep quality.

Based on this analysis,
hypothesis no. 2, “The adults of excellent sleep quality will be more happy than the adults of moderate sleep
quality,” is rejected.

Conclusions:

1. There is significant difference found in the level of happiness among adults of excellent, moderate, and poor
sleep quality. The adults of excellent sleep quality, and moderate sleep quality has found higher level
happiness than adults of poor sleep quality.

There is no significant difference in happiness between adults of excellent and moderate sleep quality.

3. There is significant difference in happiness between adults of excellent and poor sleep quality. The adults of
excellent sleep quality has been found more happiness than the adults of poor sleep quality.

4. There is significant difference in happiness between adults of excellent and poor sleep quality. The adults of
moderate sleep quality has been found more happiness than the adults of poor sleep quality.
